CONSTITUTION FOR THE CHRISTIAN STUDENT CENTER

University of Memphis: Fall 2012-Spring 2013
Preamble


We, the members of the Christian Student Center, University of Memphis, have agreed to meet in the best interest of the churches of Christ to promote friendliness, kinds feelings, and to develop well-rounded social attitudes on the campus.


It is our intent to function on a social basis and to continuously push forward spiritually.  In the general aim of making new friends; creating good will among the student body, faculty, alumni, and fellow church members; cooperating with the administration of the college; and abiding by all rules set forth at this institution, this organization was organized on February, the first, nineteen hundred and forty nine as the Koinonia Club and continues as Soma Memphis this May, two thousand and twelve. 

Constitution

Article I

Sec. I.       The name of this organization shall be and is hereby designated the Soma Memphis.

Sec. II.      The charter members shall be those attending or participating in the various activities and 

meetings hosted by this organization.  The membership will be limited to 50% currently enrolled students.   

Sec. III.     This organization shall be located in the city of Memphis at the University of Memphis and housed in the Christian Student Center on Midland Ave.

Sec. IV.     This shall be a non-profit organization under the leadership and authority of those students who are recognized as members and those students who hold positions of officers.  

Sec. V.       This shall be open to any member of the church of Christ at the University of Memphis, and

to any student regardless of ethnicity, race, religion, and sexual preference interested and in good standing.

Article II

Sec. I.         Officers will be elected in the Spring semester for a one year term and shall perform such         duties as are usually imposed upon such officials of any organization of this sort.

Sec. II.        Officers may include, but are not limited to:  President, Vice President, Secretary, and 

                    Treasurer.

Sec. III.       Meetings of this organization include, but are not limited to: Monday evening and 

                    Thursday evening meetings for the purposes of spiritual growth and fellowship; Sunday 

                    morning meetings with the Church of Christ at White Station, weekly small group meetings at convenient times for attendees; and various social events organized when appropriate.

Article III

Sec. I.         All money received from dues, gifts, and any other source shall be used to the benefit of the 

                    entire group.

Article IV

Sec. I.         In the event of the dissolution of this organization, any University of Memphis funds will be 

                   transferred to the Religious Life Staff to be used at their discretion.
